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Bagshot 
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1st January, 1850, one year before the formation of Surrey County Constabulary, the Bagshot 

lock-up in Guildford Road, Bagshot came into use. It was one of four built at this time, the 

others being at Chertsey, Farnham and Dorking.  Both the Farnham and Dorking buildings 

were long since demolished. Peel House in Bagshot remains a listed building to this day. In 

1860 the second storey was completed at a cost of £174-12s-6d.  

During 1916, date not yet known, the original lock-up, later named "Peel House", closed 

down and the then new Police Station, 4-10, London Road, Bagshot, came into use. This 

photo is c.1920.

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Barry Gray:  When the Home Office formally announced that the responsibility for the 

policing of Staines, Epsom and Banstead was to be transferred from the Metropolitan to the 

Surrey Police, it was inevitable that Banstead would become part of the East Surrey Division. 

Supt. Bill Harding decided that the operational and community interests of all concerned 

would best be served by a small full-time team, dedicated to managing and developing the 

Boundary Change Project locally on behalf of the Division. Sgt Trevor Thompson and I were 

so designated for more than a year leading up to the changeover. 

Over these months, we liaised and negotiated with the Force Boundary Change Team, the MP 

management from Epsom Division, and local community representatives. The support and 

co-operation we received from the Metropolitan Police Commander and staff, considering 

they were in some ways due for ñevictionò, was quite remarkable.  

Metropolitan Police officers were encouraged to take up short-term transfers to Surrey, in 

order to help police the ñnewò areas, while a huge recruiting process was being undertaken to 

increase our own numbers. Many willingly did so, and both Surrey and Met officers 

successfully worked alongside each other for many months after the initial transition. It was a 

mutually beneficial experience for officers from both organisations and, at the end of their 

secondment, quite a few Metropolitan Police officers applied to transfer permanently. 

Surreyôs policing of Banstead was to include an area inspector, together with six sergeants, 

and a dedicated team of constables, detectives and civilian support staff. The staff allocation 

related to demand statistics that were supplied by the Home Office, and used to determine the 

allocation and realignment of funding. While we could not quite identify which particular 
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demands led to this enhanced level of staffing, we concluded that it would be impolite to 

challenge the reliability of data provided by the Home Office. 

On the 1
st
 April 2000, I thus became the first Surrey area inspector based at Banstead ï with a 

team numbering more than forty in all. All this ensured that the promise made to the public, 

of a ñseamless transitionò, was well met.

Geoff Todd: I was the second sub-divisional commander at Camberley after it opened.   John 

Green was the first but went off sick almost immediately so I was sent there the summer of 

1979 in an acting role from Ch.Insp (Admin) duties at Farnham.   Then all policing activites 

were contained within the brand new nick as we had just relocated from the old one on the 

corner site of High Street/Portesbery Road (south side).   The old station shared the site with 

Camberley Magistrates' Court.   The station was an identical lay out to that at Caterham, 

where I served 1958-9 before my first spell at Camberley 1959-65.  

If 1 Hillside was one of the four police houses on site I can't help other than say one was 
occupied by Percy and Doreen Wingfield (caretaker and cook respectively).   I think that PCs 

Mick Birchall Paul Jobson (later HTC) lived in two of the others.  The other name(s) might 

return to me.  PC 909 Arthur Martin, Frank Cannon and 638 Roy Edwards lived in the houses 

opposite the nick at some time.   The Ch. Inspectorôs house was further up Portesbery Road 

on the left (3-4 houses past the nick) and occupied by Sgt. Sait (ex-Lancashire transferee).   I 

never occupied it in my time there.

'With the extension of the Metropolitan Police district in 1839, Epsom formed part of V or 

Wandsworth Division. A police document in the Office for National Statistics shows in V 

Division six PCs living in a private house in Epsom. A mounted sergeant supervised Morden, 
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North Cheam, Malden, Ewell and Epsom. It is also noted that magistrates would hear charges 

in their private houses. Although the document is undated, it presumably refers to a period 

earlier than 1852 when the police station in Epsom was built in Ashley Rd. Another 

document also undated shows there was a police station or police Office in Epsom where 

charges were taken and six constables were residing in a Section House,'

Phil Dunford: I canôt date it but judging by the cars in the yard it was probably early 

eighties. It may be of interest that the high door (bottom right of picture) which opens onto 

the lower part of Downing Street was apparently intended to be the vehicular access to the 

cell block. I believe this was abandoned because when the boiler house foundations were dug 
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they found it to be below the water level of the river. This part of the building was supposed 

to have been below ground level. You can see its flat roof in the photo. The result was that no 

four wheel vehicle could get into the yard from that entrance. 

It also amused me that the óbomb bunkerô was situated in that corner ï as close as could be to 

the town!
